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Kenneth Mandel, executive producer, has served as executive producer, producer, director and writer on numerous documentaries broadcast on PBS and cable networks. His films have received three Emmy nominations and an Oscar nomination.  He won an Emmy for Outstanding Historical Documentary for George Marshall and the American Century (PBS). Most recently, he was executive producer of the four-part Great Projects: The Building of America, Resistance: Untold Stories of Jewish Partisans; and America Rebuilds: A Year at Ground Zero, about which Time Magazine said, “We could have used more coverage that looked forward, like the PBS documentary America Rebuilds.” Mr. Mandel has collaborated with Dan Polin for almost two decades under the Great Projects banner.
 
Daniel B. Polin, executive producer, is president of Great Projects Film Company. He has written, produced or executive-produced more than 25 programs for national broadcast (mostly via PBS), including the Oscar-nominated An Essay on Matisse and the Emmy-winning George Marshall and the American Century, which Colin Powell called “a stunningly beautiful story about a great American.” His other television projects include America Rebuilds: A Year at Ground Zero; the four-part Great Projects: The Building of America; eight episodes of Media Matters, a magazine program about journalism and journalistic practices; and the Emmy-nominated The Trial of Adolf Eichmann.

 
Seth Kramer, producer/writer, has been producing documentary films for more than a decade. He was nominated for an Emmy Award for Outstanding Historical Programming for Resistance: Untold Stories of Jewish Partisans, which Entertainment Weekly called a “grim, searing documentary.” His credits include America Rebuilds: A Year at Ground Zero, A Tale of Two Rivers and The Big Dig for the Great Projects series; and The Empire State Building. Seth produced and directed Untitled (1994), which received the Black Maria Film Festival Director’s Choice Award and explored the magnitude of the Holocaust. 

 

Daniel A. Miller, producer/writer, has produced television documentaries for nearly a decade. He is currently producing The Last Speakers, America’s first look at how languages become endangered, and the awesome task of recording, archiving, and returning them to use. Among his PBS credits are America Rebuilds: A Year at Ground Zero; Bridging New York and Electric Nation, programs in the Great Projects series; and the two-hour Crucible of Empire: The Spanish-American War, which the Associated Press called “a history lesson with spark and drama.” He co-founded Ironbound Films with Seth Kramer in 2003.
