During the program they’ll demonstrate:

· Baked Fish with Fennel/Pepper Slaw
· Creamy but Low-Fat Butternut Squash Soup
· Old Fashioned Baked Apples

Since 1993, Fennimore has hosted 16 national cooking marathons for public broadcasting. He currently serves as WQED’s Director of Programming and prepares dishes every Saturday as host of WQED-TV’s QED Cooks, a program that will celebrate the broadcast of its 100th cooking program in 2011.
