New Documentary Chronicles One Man’s Post-9/11 Quest To Challenge The Deep Problem Of Holocaust Denial In The Arab World 

Washington, D.C.-- March 3, 2010 - On April 12, PBS stations nationwide will air the world premiere of Among the Righteous: Lost Stories from the Holocaust in Arab Lands, a new documentary chronicling one man’s journey to challenge the deep problem of Holocaust denial in the Arab world in the wake of 9/11.
Narrated by Robert MacNeil, Among the Righteous is the story of Robert Satloff, head of a respected Washington, DC policy center, and his search to find an Arab, who in the face of the German and Fascist occupation of North Africa, took action to save his Jewish neighbors during the Holocaust.  Among the Righteous chronicles Satloff’s eight-year and four-continent journey to uncover situations that could change the way Arabs view Jews, themselves, and their own history. 

Over the course of his journey, Satloff not only found  the Arab heroes for whom he was searching, but he also made surprising discoveries about what really happened to the half-million Jews of the Arab lands of North Africa under Nazi, Vichy and Fascist rule.

Produced by MacNeil/Lehrer Productions, Among the Righteous is one of several Holocaust related programs PBS will air during the week of the Days of Remembrance, our nation’s annual commemoration of the Holocaust.  
MacNeil/Lehrer Productions is an independent television production company founded by news anchors, Robert MacNeil and Jim Lehrer.  In addition to producing the NEWSHOUR, PBS’ flagship week-nightly news program, MLP also produces news and public affairs programs for PBS, commercial network and cable distribution.  Robert MacNeil was co-writer and host of the critically acclaimed nine-part series The Story of English.  This co-production of the BBC and MLP aired on PBS and the BBC and won a Peabody and Emmy Award.  A three hour television sequel, “Do You Speak American?” followed in 2005.  Recent productions include: biographies of Lady Bird Johnson, Betty Ford and Ben Bradlee; “Generation Next Parts I and II” Judy Woodruff’s look at young people between the ages of 16 and 25; a documentary examining the lives of Muslim-Americans - part of the PBS series, Crossroads in America; and “Debating Our Destiny” a 2 part series hosted by Jim Lehrer which looks at the presidential debates through interviews with all the presidential and vice presidential candidates.  Part I was nominated for an Emmy.
