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Robert Satloff has served since 1993 as executive director of The Washington Institute for Near East Policy, widely recognized as one of America’s preeminent foreign policy “think tanks.”
An expert on Arab and Islamic politics as well as U.S. Middle East policy, Dr. Satloff has written and spoken widely on the Arab-Israeli peace process, the threat of radical Islamic extremism, and the need for bold public diplomacy to Arabs and Muslims. 

Soon after September 11, 2001, Dr. Satloff and his family moved to Rabat, capital of Morocco, where his research focused on unearthing stories of Arab “heroes” and “villains” of the Holocaust, drawing on archives, interviews, and site visits in eleven countries. His discoveries helped convince the German government to award compensation to Jewish survivors of labor camps in North Africa and which led Yad Vashem, Israel’s Holocaust memorial museum, to formally consider an Arab for the first time as a candidate for recognition as a “Righteous among the Nations.” They are the subject of his book Among the Righteous: Lost Stories from the Holocaust’s Long Reach into Arab Lands (Public Affairs, 2006). 
Since Among the Righteous was published, Dr. Satloff and his work have been awarded the Anti-Defamation League’s prestigious Daniel Pearl Award for tolerance promotion as well as national prizes from the American Jewish Joint Distribution Committee, the Simon Wiesenthal Center and Touro Synagoue. Among the Righteous was also listed on the Washington Post bestseller list for non-fiction books. 

The author or editor of nine books and monographs, Dr. Satloff's views on Middle East issues appear frequently in major newspapers such as the New York Times, Wall Street Journal, and Washington Post, and he regularly comments on major television network news programs, talk shows, and National Public Radio. In addition, Dr. Satloff is the creator and host of Dakhil Washington (Inside Washington), a weekly news and interview program on al-Hurra, the U.S. government-supported Arabic satellite television channel that beams throughout the Middle East and Europe. In that capacity, he is the only non-Arab to host a show on Arab satellite television. 
Dr. Satloff holds degrees from Duke, Harvard and Oxford. He lives with his wife and three sons in Chevy Chase, Maryland.
