B. Michael Boyle is an architectural historian, Professor Emeritus of Architecture and Humanities at Arizona State University and author of Wright in Arizona: The Early Photographs of Pedro E. Guerrero (1995). Boyle was a collaborator and friend of Pedro E. Guerrero.

Martin Filler is an author and architecture critic.
