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JAMES GLANZ – The New York Times Investigative Journalist
Dr. James Glanz, a physicist, joined the investigations desk at The New York Times in 2009. He had been chief of the Times’ Baghdad bureau since 2007. Previously, Dr. Glanz was a Baghdad correspondent, starting in 2004. He joined the Times as a science reporter in 1999. He started his career in journalism with Research and Development magazine and has also written for Science magazine. While at Science, he broke the story that cosmologists had confirmed that the universe is filled with a mysterious antigravity force called dark energy; that discovery later won the Nobel Prize in Physics. He has reported on astronomy, cosmology and physics, as well as military and technological topics such as missile defense and nuclear weapons.

Stories Dr. Glanz and Eric Lipton wrote were included in “A Nation Challenged,” a compilation of stories recording the events of September 11 and months following, which won the Pulitzer Prize for Public Service in 2002. That same year, the stories that Dr. Glanz wrote with Lipton and others about the World Trade Center were chosen as a finalist for the Pulitzer Prize in Explanatory Journalism. Stories that Dr. Glanz and others wrote were finalists for the Pulitzer Prize in International Reporting in 2008.
Dr. Glanz received his Ph.D. in astrophysical sciences from Princeton University.  
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
