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Sir Patrick Stewart (MacBeth)
An internationally respected actor known for successfully bridging the gap between the theatrical world of the Shakespearean stage and contemporary film and television, Sir Patrick Stewart continues to demonstrate his versatility with a wide range of projects. In January 2010, Sir Patrick was made a Knight of the Realm by Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II. 
In 2009, Sir Patrick played Stewart Vladimir opposite Sir Ian McKellen in the critically acclaimed production of Samuel Beckett’s Waiting for Godot at The Theatre Royal Haymarket before taking it on a sold-out tour around the country.

Sir Patrick starred in The Royal Shakespeare Company’s production of Hamlet, in which he played Claudius opposite David Tennant’s Hamlet. His portrayal secured him a Tony nomination in the category of Best Performance by a Leading Actor at the 2008 Awards. The production was filmed and will be broadcast on THIRTEEN’s Great Performances Wednesday, April 28 at 8 p.m. on PBS.

Following its huge success in Chichester and London, Macbeth transferred to the Brooklyn Academy of Music and then on to Broadway, where Sir Patrick played the title role until May this year. Sir Patrick’s award-winning performance received widespread praise and audiences will once again have the opportunity to see him as MacBeth on THIRTEEN’s Great Performances series on a to-be-determined airdate later in 2010.

Director, Performance & Art Programming for THIRTEEN
David Horn is responsible for the development, production and programming of THIRTEEN’s national performing arts presentations on PBS. He has been with the Emmy Award-winning series Great Performances for 30 years, serving as Series Producer for Music since 1986. In 1992, Horn created In the Spotlight, a series of primetime popular music specials and was Executive Producer of Session at West 54th. For both series, he received the ASCAP Deems Taylor Award, which recognizes excellence in music broadcast programming. He was also the Executive Producer of the 2009 miniseries, Make ’Em Laugh: The Funny Business of America. Horn has been nominated more than 25 times for a Primetime Emmy, winning 5, and was recently nominated for the Great Performances production of Carnegie Hall Opening Night: A Celebration of Bernstein. He has also brought drama back to the series with productions of King Lear and Cyrano de Bergerac, both of which were recognized with lead actor nominations for Sir Ian McKellen and Kevin Kline, respectively.
In addition to Great Performances, his other miniseries, Broadway: The American Musical, received the Primetime Emmy for Non-Fiction series in 2005. Horn is also a multi-camera event director with credits including Pete Seeger’s 90th Birthday Celebration; Chess in Concert; David Foster & Friends; Martina McBride: Live in Concert; Vivere: Andrea Bocelli Live in Tuscany; We Love Ella!: A Tribute to the First Lady of Song; South Pacific at Carnegie Hall; and Michael Bublé: Caught in the Act, among many others.  
Horn has produced multiple classical music concerts from Carnegie Hall as well as internationally in cities like Vienna, Salzburg, Rome, and Paris. In 2000, he collaborated with Paul Kellogg to commission 3 contemporary operas under the title Central Park. He has also produced numerous regional operas, many of them world premieres in San Francisco, Santa Fe, Los Angeles, Dallas and Houston, where he won an Emmy for John Adams’ Nixon in China. 
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
