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…about DAVID HORN


Series producer for Thirteen/WNET New York’s GREAT PERFORMANCES, as well as director, music programming, culture & arts programs, David Horn is responsible for the development, production, and programming of Thirteen’s national music presentations on PBS.  His diverse skills at a music producer, director, and documentary filmmaker include broadcasts of opera, classical, Broadway, jazz, rock and pop.  He has been with PBS’s Emmy Award-winning series GREAT PERFORMANCES for 27 years, serving as series producer since 1986.  In 1992, he created In the Spotlight, a series of prime-time popular music specials, and later became executive producer of Sessions at West 54th.  For both series he received the ASCAP Deems Taylor Award which recognizes excellence in music broadcast programming.  Most recently, he directed Reba McEntire and Alec Baldwin in South Pacific at Carnegie Hall (Emmy Nomination), Andrea Bocelli: Amore Under the Desert Stars and Michael Bublé: Caught in the Act for the 2005-2006 GREAT PERFORMANCES season.  In 2005, he won the Emmy for Outstanding Non-Fiction Series as executive producer of the six-part documentary series Broadway: The American Musical.  His other programs receiving nominations that year were Eric Clapton Crossroads Guitar Festival and Leonard Bernstein’s “Candide” In Concert (GREAT PERFORMANCES).  
His other work as a director includes: Josh Groban Live at the Greek and Josh Groban In Concert, A Chanticleer Christmas (from the Metropolitan Museum of Art), Hayley Westenra: Live from New Zealand, The Great Performances 30th Anniversary Special, Copland’s America, Alessandro Safina in Concert, Donny Osmond: This Is the Moment, and a live concert broadcast of popular tenor Andrea Bocelli’s Statue of Liberty Concert, American Dream (2001 Emmy nomination), and Julie Andrews with an all-star cast of Broadway stars in My Favorite Broadway: The Love Songs, the sequel to the previous season’s popular My Favorite Broadway: The Leading Ladies (Emmy nomination).   He was also executive producer and live director for two 9/11 tributes: A Requiem for September 11, which was a live transmission of Verdi’s Requiem from the New York Harbor, and Into His Hands: Vienna Philharmonic Memorial Concert, broadcast live from NYC’s St. Patrick’s Cathedral.  Also for GREAT PERFORMANCES he directed The Rodgers & Hart Story: Thou Swell, Thou Witty, The Music of Kander and Ebb: Razzle-Dazzle, Thomas Hampson: I Hear America Singing, PBS SHOWCASE: Andrew Lloyd Webber, and Julie Andrews: Back on Broadway. 
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
