HairWorld Background Information
The first HairWorld Championship was held in 1947 in Paris, France. The 2008 championship is to be held in Chicago, IL, March 1-3.

The competition spans team to individual tests in both Technical and Fashion Categories. Categories include Bridal Hairstyles, Body Painting, Nails Art, Hair Extensions and many more. Overall, there are 41 competition tests in three days.

Over 800 competitors from 50 countries competed in hair, makeup and nail art at the 2006 HairWorld Championships; 143 medals were awarded.

The competition was held in Moscow’s newly renovated Expocentre and was organized by the Russian Hairdresser’ Federation for the Organization Mondiale Coiffure (the world hair organization).

The Organisation Mondiale de Coiffure (OMC) is an association whose goal is to elevate the professional salon industry. The OMC has been operating for six decades in worldwide competition.
