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Director: Adam Wimpenny
Adam Wimpenny is a London based director of award-winning films and BAFTA winning television. His work puts an emphasis on bold, stylish storytelling with cinematic visuals. Most recently, Adam directed Hotel Portofino, a 1920's drama series for PBS and ITV, staring Natasha McElhone, Anna Chancellor, Mark Umbers & Adam James. Adam has made dramas for Sky /Showtime including Madonna & Basquiat, and a film called Behold the Monkey. The comedy drama was nominated for Best Scripted Programme at the Broadcast Awards. A former Screen International Star of Tomorrow, Adam's debut feature film Blackwood, premiered at the London Film Festival. The film has been sold to Universal and BBC America. Before moving into scripted, Adam directed a mix of popular series encompassing drama, comedy and documentary; shooting hundreds of hours of TV for the BBC, ITV, Sky and C4. His work includes BAFTA winning series The Revolution Will Be Televised; The Investigator; and Derren Brown's Trick or Treat. 

Writer: Matt Baker
Hotel Portofino is Matt’s first original series for television. The series has delivered near record audiences for Britbox UK, Foxtel in Australia and Sky Italia, and will launch on PBS in the U.S. and ITV in the UK later in 2022; a second season, also written by Matt, will go into production in late June. Since devoting himself to writing full-time, Matt has adapted and written two six-part series of Professor T (ITV, UK), which has sold to more than 100 territories, as well as Before We Die (Channel 4, UK), a six-part thriller that has again been recommissioned. Another of his adapted series, Suspect (Channel 4, UK), will air as an 8 x 30-minute series. Matt studied English Literature and Drama at Goldsmith’s College, University of London, before a career in journalism, specializing in media and entertainment. He subsequently worked in communications for a variety of high-profile companies and organizations. 

Natascha McElhone: Bella Ainsworth
Natascha McElhone established herself as a leading actress when she left drama school to play the lead in her first film, Merchant Ivory's Surviving Picasso, opposite Anthony Hopkins. She quickly followed this with Peter Weir's film, The Truman Show; Alan J. Pakula's The Devil's Own, with Brad Pitt and Harrison Ford; and John Frankenheimer's action epic Ronin, in which she co-starred with Robert De Niro. She also played Rosalind to Kenneth Branagh's Berowne in his musical version of William Shakespeare's Love's Labour's Lost. In the futuristic love story Solaris, she co-starred with George Clooney directed by Steven Soderbergh. For TV McElhone has starred in TNT's mini-series The Company, a Golden Globe-nominated drama, NBC's Emmy-nominated mini-series, Revelations but is probably best known for her role of Karen in seven series of the cult comedy drama Californication (Showtime). Other TV credits include The First (Hulu), Designated Survivor (ABC), Saints and Strangers (Sony / Little Engine), Thorne: Sleepyhead (ContentFilm International), The Company (TNT), Revelations (TNT). Other Film credits include Laurel Canyon (dir. Lisa Cholodenko), City of Ghosts (dir Matt Dillon), Ladies in Lavender (dir Charles Dance). Natascha stars in Hotel Portofino now out on Britbox.


Mark Umbers:  Cecil Ainsworth
Mark Umbers grew up in Yorkshire, England. He studied Classics at Oxford University before joining the National Theatre in London where he appeared in both Shakespeare and musical theatre. He has since appeared regularly on the London stage in plays such as The Vortex, The Browning Version, The Glass Menagerie and in musical plays including My Fair Lady, Sweet Charity and Stephen Sondheim’s Merrily We Roll Along for which he won critical acclaim on both sides of the Atlantic. On screen he has starred in TV dramas including The Scarlet Pimpernel, The Turn of the Screw, Mistresses, Collateral and Home Fires. On film he has worked with directors as varied as Woody Allen, Guy Ritchie and Steven Soderbergh and has acted opposite Anjelica Huston, Lauren Bacall, Helen Hunt, Terence Stamp, Scarlett Johansson, Jessica Chastain and most recently Peter Dinklage, playing Roger Moore in the HBO film My Dinner With Hervé. Mark currently stars alongside Natascha McElhone in the PBS series Hotel Portofino.

Anna Chancellor: Lady Latchmere
Anna has recently filmed as a leading role in Levitate Film’s Stromboli opposite Elise Shaap and Tim McInnerny.

Anna will soon be seen in That Dirty Black Bag, Mrs. Harris Goes To Paris with Lesley Manville and reprising her leading regular role in the second series of Epix's Pennyworth, which is executive produced by Bruno Heller and Danny Cannon. She was most recently seen in a leading role in feature film Come Away where she plays Angelina Jolie’s sister, in BBC's new epic drama The Watch and as a new leading regular in the second series on the BAFTA nominated comedy Timewasters.
 
Anna was outstanding as the lead in BBC1’s Ordeal By Innocence with Bill Nighy and as a leading role in Danny Boyle’s TV series Trust for FX. She also starred in The Crown on Netflix.
 
Her show The Hour (for which she was individually nominated for a BAFTA) was nominated for a Golden Globe two years in a row. Anna is best known for her role as ‘Duckface’ in Four Weddings And A Funeral and has a long list of Film and TV credits including: Penny Dreadful (Sky and Showtime), Shetland (BBC), Downton Abbey (ITV), mini-series Fleming (BBC), and features The Hitchhiker’s Guide To The Galaxy, What A Girl Wants and The Man Who Knew Too Little.

Adam James: Jack Turner
Adam James has worked extensively on stage and screen. He appeared in the hit BBC thriller Vigil opposite Surranne Jones and in Michaela Coel’s Emmy award-winning drama, I May Destroy You, a “fearless, frank and provocative” BBC drama about consent, gratification, and modern dating. Adam can also be seen in Mike Bartlet's drama Life along with Alison Steadman and Peter Davison and as John Bellasis in Julian Fellowes, Belgravia. Adam can most recently be seen in Hotel Portofino for BritBox and will soon be seen in ITV’s The Suspect opposite Aidan Turner.

Assad Zaman: Anish Segupta
Assad trained at the Manchester Metropolitan School of Theatre where he gained a BA (Hons) in Acting. He just wrapped filming as a regular role for AMC’s new series Interview with the Vampire – an upcoming small-screen adaptation of Anne Rice’s iconic vampire novel which will air this autumn.

He was last seen on screen alongside John Boyega in Steve McQueen’s drama for the BBC/Amazon Studios, Small Axe and in a BBC airing of RSC’s The Winter’s Tale in the lead role of Florizel, filmed during the pandemic following cancellation of the run at the RSC. 

Claude Scott-Mitchell: Rose Drummond-Ward 
Claude Scott-Mitchell is an Australian actress based in London. She is known for her roles in the film The Dry (2020) and the series Hotel Portofino (2022).

Scott-Mitchell began her career as a child actress on stage, appearing in Elke Neidhardt's 2008 Opera Australia production of Don Giovanni and Sergei Tcherkasski's production of Flight at the Parade Theatre in 2010.

Scott-Mitchell resumed her career in 2019, making her film debut in Robert Connolly's The Dry, playing a young version of Genevieve O'Reilly's character. She also had a recurring role that year in series 2 of the Sky One comedy-drama Brassic as Sara, a love interest of Dylan (Damien Molony). Scott-Mitchell joined the main cast as Rose Drummond-Ward in the period drama Hotel Portofino, which premiered on BritBox in 2022.

Daniele Pecci: Count Carlo Albani 
Italian actor and director Daniele Pecci, began his theatrical studies as soon as he graduated high school, getting his first acting roles while earning his degree in Letters at the School of Letters and Philosophy with a thesis on Shakespearean theater in English. He worked with Giuseppe Patroni Griffi, considered one of the most prominent contributors to Italian theater and was often entrusted with the artistic direction of his theater companies and plays including Locandiera and Gl'innamorati, La cantatrice calva by E. Ionesco, and Scenes from a Marriage by Ingmar Bergman. 

In the early 2000s, Pecci began to focus his career on TV and film, starring in the comedy-drama series Il bello delle donne, alongside Italy’s most famous “divas” Stefania Sandrelli, Virna Lisi, Giuliana De Sio, and the legendary producer Goffredo Lombardo. He has starred alongside noted actors such as Omar Shariff and John Voight and has acted in more than 100 episodes in about 20 different television series.

His film credits include: Loose Cannons, The Ages of Love alongside Robert de Niro, The Tourist with Johnny Depp and Angelina Jolie, and Maternity Blues. 

His theater credits include: Six Characters in Search of an Author, Cyrano de Bergerac, Henry IV, Pericles Prince of Tyre, As You Like It, two different versions of Hamlet, Oedipus Rex, Medea, Henry V and The Late Mattia Pascal.

He is currently on tour starring in the role of Stanley Kowalsky in A Street Car Named Desire, which earned him the Premio Internazionale Flaiano 2020. Pecci joined the main cast of the drama series Hotel Portofino as Count Carlo Albani airing on PBS in America, BBC in the UK and Sky in Italy. 

Elizabeth Carling: Betty Scanlon
Elizabeth Carling is a highly respected and well-known actress from the North-East of England who has worked extensively across stage, screen and radio. She trained at the National Youth Theatre and is best known for her performances in Goodnight Sweetheart (BBC), Casualty (BBC), Barbara (ITV) and Boon (Central). Most recently, she appears as Betty Scanlon in Hotel Portofino currently available to stream on BritBox.

Lucy Akhurst: Julia Drummond-Ward 
Lucy Akhurst plays the wicked Julia in Hotel Portofino for PBS, BritBox and ITV; and has just wrapped filming on the upcoming Sony/Britbox limited series A Spy Amongst Friends, opposite Damien Lewis and Guy Pearce.  Lucy is also known for her roles in Spaced (opposite Simon Pegg), Young Wallander (Netflix), Alex Rider (Amazon) and Spotless (Canal+/Netflix). She has also directed an award-winning mockumentary about Morris Dancers. She currently lives in southern Italy where she is developing a documentary series on food.

Oliver Dench: Lucian Ainsworth 
Oliver has worked extensively as an actor across screen and stage, for companies including Sky, the BBC, the CW, Acorn, PBS, Nickelodeon, the RSC, NIMAX, ITV, and 20th Century Fox. She made her professional debut as the female lead in RRR, one of the highest grossing Indian feature films of all time, opposite Ray Stevenson, Alison Doody, and Tollywood acting royalty including Alia Bhatt, N.T. Rama Rao Jr & Ram Charan.

Further screen credits include Hapless (Netflix) and Professor T (Eagle Eye Drama/ITV). Training: Royal Welsh College of Music & Drama.

Pasquale Esposito: Danioni
Pasquale Esposito is an Italian actor and director working Internationally in the film industry. He started to travel at an early age and after spending some years in L.A is now living between Hamburg and London.
