Khalilah Camacho-Ali (Participant) was born Belinda Tolona Boyd Ali on March 17, 1950, in Chicago. She attended Muhammad University of Islam No. 2 from 1953-66, where she graduated valedictorian. She married Muhammad Ali on August 17, 1967, and is the mother of the first four of his children: Maryum, twins Jamillah and Rasheda, and Muhammad Ibn Ali. She has two other daughters, Aminah and Khalilah, from her marriage to Rene Gonzalez Camacho. During her marriage to Muhammad Ali, she visited more than 100 countries and met more than 50 heads of state, including the late King Faisal of Saudi Arabia, Anwar Sadat of Egypt, Mobutu Sese Seko of Zaire, Queen Elizabeth II of England and Jean-Claude Duvalier of Haiti. The decade of their marriage also included the turbulent years of Ali’s Vietnam War draft case, the loss of his boxing license, Supreme Court victory, and eventual comeback as heavyweight champion of the world. They were divorced in 1977. Camacho-Ali currently lives in Miami, where she is an author, photographer, lecturer, actress, teacher, martial artist, equestrian and mother of six adult children.

Robert Lipsyte (Participant) covered the Ali/Liston fight in 1964 for The New York Times and was a longtime columnist for the paper. He is the author of An Accidental Sportswriter, a memoir’ In the Country of Illness: Comfort and Advice for the Journey, which recounts his battle with cancer; and a number of best-selling, award-winning young adult novels. He was the Emmy Award-winning host of The Eleventh Hour, a nightly public affairs program from Thirteen/WNET. He is currently the ombudsman for ESPN.

Bill Siegel (Director) has more than 20 years of experience in documentary filmmaking and education. He co-directed the Academy Award-nominated documentary The Weather Underground; was a researcher on the films Muhammad Ali: The Whole Story and Hoop Dreams; and a writer on One Love, a documentary about the cultural history of basketball by Leon Gast (When We Were Kings). Siegel is vice president of school programs for the Great Books Foundation, a non-profit educational organization dedicated to literacy and lifelong learning.
