In 2001 and 2002, they were invited to represent the State of California at the International Children's Festival in Cambridge, England.  Since then TCC has appeared alongside such greats as James Brown and Stevie Wonder at the Kodak Theater and in October 2007 they were featured on the television program Kidstalk.
