Royal Crown Revue
The Royal Crown Revue (RCR) band was formed in 1989 in Los Angeles, California. Singer Eddie Nichols and tenor man Mando Dorame drew on their collective roots in Southern California punk, rockabilly, East Side R&B and NYC street corner doo wop. They began experimenting with a hybrid of roots styles, creating original music that drew its inspiration from the past, but was firmly placed in the present. They are often credited with starting the Swing Revival movement. With a 20-year career and thousands of shows under its collective belt today’s RCR is a finely tuned alchemy of jazz and jump, an elegant blend of everything from be-bop to gut-bucket blues.

RCR has made numerous film, television, radio and print appearances, including The Mask, Late Night with Conan O’Brien, Viva Variety, The Today Show and Buffy the Vampire Slayer. In 1998 the group appeared at the Playboy Jazz Festival and recorded and performed live with Bette Midler at the Billboard Music Awards.
