The Salvation Army Tabernacle Children’s Choir

Tabernacle Children's Chorus was formed in 1998 with the intention of providing affordable music education for every child irrespective of income. TCC (as it is affectionately known) performs throughout the Southland including Disneyland, Knott’s Berry Farm and on live television and radio broadcasts including the Kettle Kick-Off Campaign hosted by Channel 4's Fritz Coleman. In 2001 and 2002, they were invited to represent the State of California at the International Children's Festival in Cambridge, England. Since then TCC has appeared alongside such greats as Quincy Jones and Stevie Wonder at the Kodak Theater.
