She is currently filming the second series. 

Other recent TV work includes the second series of BBC drama “Prisoner’s Wives” and the upcoming “The Last Witch,” co-starring Katherine Kelly.
Reid played the role of Jean in the BBC comedy series “Dinnerladies,” written by Victoria Wood, and has appeared in “Life Begins,” “Shameless,” “Five Days,” “New Tricks,” “Marchlands” and “The Bad Mother’s Handbook,” among others. 

Reid has been featured in a number of films, including, Hot Fuzz with Simon Pegg, Love and Death on Long Island with John Hurt, Cemetery Junction with Ricky Gervais and Song for Marion with Vanessa Redgrave and Terence Stamp. Notably, she played the title role in The Mother with Daniel Craig, for which she won the London Film Critics’ Award for Best Actress. 

A regular in the West End, Reid most recently performed at the Old Vic in London in a production of Ibsen's Hedda Gabler. She also appeared in Into The Woods at The Royal Opera House, Happy Now at The Royal National Theatre and The York Realist for the Royal Court. She was nominated for an Olivier Award for Best Supporting Actress for her performance in Epitaph for George Dillon.

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Derek Jacobi is one of the UK’s most celebrated actors with award-winning, critically-acclaimed roles in theater, TV and film. 

Most recently, he starred in the first series of the BAFTA-winning drama LAST TANGO IN HALIFAX (Red Production Company). Jacobi received a BAFTA nomination for his performance as Alan and is currently filming the second series in the UK. His most recent TV credits also include the ITV comedy “Vicious” with Ian McKellan, global sci-fi hit “Doctor Who” and acclaimed drama series “The Borgias.”
Jacobi has won numerous awards throughout his career, including a Tony Award for his role in Much Ado About Nothing, and two Laurence Olivier Awards for stage adaptations of Twelfth Night (2009) and Cyrano de Bergerac (1983). He has also been recognized for his TV work with Emmy Awards for his roles in “Frasier” (2001) and “The Tenth Man” (1989). 

Derek has also starred many feature films, with his most recent credits including Grace of Monaco with Nicole Kidman, The King’s Speech, My Week with Marilyn, The Golden Compass, Nanny McPhee, Gladiator, Gosford Park and The Day of the Jackal.
