
About the Filmmaker

James Hawes (Producer and Director)

James Hawes is an accomplished director with a considerable list of credits in both the documentary and drama fields.   He directed two episodes of the Emmy nominated DDE/PBS Empires Special Egypt's Golden Empire.  He has also directed several programs for the BBC: The Pharaohs Holy Treasure, Trade Slaves, and The Earth in Balance - a film written and presented by Prince Charles.  Additional credits include two episodes of the DDE series Haunted History, and Messengers of the Gods, a film about angels for the Discovery Channel.  His drama projects include a two-part spy thriller Line in the Sand, the critically acclaimed Without Motive (both for ITV, UK) and the 1920s detective series The Mrs. Bradley Mysteries for the BBC. Hawes began his career in theatre as Artistic Director of the Young Shakespeare Company.

Series Contributors

Suleiman Mousa is one of the principle historians of Jordan and the author of T.E. Lawrence: An Arab View, the only biography of Lawrence written by an Arab.  A native of Jordan, he was born in 1920 when Lawrence was still at work in the region.  His career includes work as a clerk and interpreter with the British Army in the Second World War and as a member of the Jordanian Ministry of Information and Culture.  First published in 1966, Mousa's biography of Lawrence provides a rare Arab perspective of Lawrence's actions in the Middle East, and was the culmination of years of research, including interviews with the men who had worked and fought with Lawrence.  He has written over 40 books, including the definitive Modern History of Jordan and The Arab Movement, and many articles for magazines and journals including the International Journal of Middle Eastern Studies.   He has also lectured at universities across the Middle East.

Michael Yardley is a former British Army Officer and freelance journalist with a deep interest in T.E. Lawrence.   He is the author of the highly regarded Backing into the Limelight: A Biography of T.E. Lawrence, and is a contributing author to the Oxford History of the British Army.  In the early 1980's Yardley resigned his Army commission to embark on an expedition following in the footsteps of Lawrence in the Middle East.  During the 1982 Lebanese War, he accepted a position as a war photographer for Time Magazine in Beirut, launching what would be an extensive and varied career in journalism.  In addition to his work on Lawrence, Yardley has written extensively on military topics.  He regularly appears on both the BBC and Channel 4 (UK) as an expert on intelligence and terrorist affairs.

Dr. Kamel Abu Jaber is President of the Jordan Institute of Diplomacy and the former Minister of Foreign Affairs for Jordan.  He has also served as a senator in Jordan's upper house of parliament.   As a distinguished scholar of Jordanian and Middle Eastern history, Dr. Abu Jaber offers an Arab

perspective of Lawrence and the political ramifications that resulted from his activities in the region.  He has held several university positions, including the posts of Professor of Political Science and Director of the Strategic Studies Centre at the University of Jordan, Associate Professor of Political Science at Smith College, and Visiting Professor at Emory University's Carter Center.   He holds a PhD. in political science from the University of Syracuse and is the author of numerous publications and papers, including The Palestinians: People of the Olive Tree and Bedouin in Jordan: People in Transition.

Dr. John Mack is Professor of Psychiatry at Harvard Medical School and a practicing psychoanalyst.   He is also author of the Pulitzer Prize-winning biography A Prince of Our Disorder: The Life of T.E. Lawrence.  The culmination of twelve years of research, the biography is regarded by many as one of the best works on Lawrence.   He has over 40 years of clinical

psychiatric education and experience, is founder of the Department of Psychiatry at Cambridge Hospital, and the author of many other books in the field of psychoanalysis.
