Special guests Michala Petri on recorder and Lars Hannibal on archlute join this celebration of beloved Baroque favorites, including Archangelo Corelli’s Concerto Grosso in G minor, popularly-known as his “Christmas Concerto.”
The program also features Corelli’s Concerto Grosso in D major, Sammartini’s Concerto in F major, Vivaldi’s Sonata in D minor and Concerto in C major, Tartini’s Sonata in G minor (the “Devil’s Trill”), Matteis’ Diverse bizzarrie sopra la Vecchia Sarabanda o pur Ciaccona, and Bach’s Concerto in D minor. Performers include violinists Ani Kavafian, Erin Keefe, Yura Lee, and Cho-Liang Lin; violist Richard O’Neill; cellist Daniel McDonough, double bassist Edgar Meyer, bassoonist Peter Kolkay; and harpsichordist John Gibbons. 

The Chamber Music Society of Lincoln Center (CMS) presents annual series of concerts and educational events for listeners ranging from connoisseurs to newcomers of all ages. Performing repertoire from over three centuries and premieres by living composers, CMS offers programs curated to provide listeners a comprehensive perspective on the art of chamber music. Its annual activities include a full season of concerts and activities, national and international tours, nationally televised broadcasts on Live From Lincoln Center, a radio show broadcast nationwide, and regular appearances on National Public Radio’s Performance Today. In 2004, CMS appointed cellist David Finckel and pianist Wu Han artistic directors.

Live From Lincoln Center is in its 35th broadcast season. The series has received 13 Emmy Awards, most recently for the broadcast of New York City Opera’s Madama Butterfly. Produced by Lincoln Center’s John Goberman, this series has made the world’s greatest artists on Lincoln Center’s renowned stages accessible to home viewers in virtually every corner of the United States. It is the only series of live performing arts telecasts on American television today.
