Bass-baritone Thomas Quasthoff to Sing Mozart’s Bass Concert Arias

New York – Live From Lincoln Center will broadcast The New York Philharmonic with Riccardo Muti and Thomas Quasthoff on Wednesday, January 28, 2004 at 8 p.m. on PBS.*  Beverly Sills will host.  

The program includes Schubert’s Rosamunde Overture, Brahms’s Symphony  No. 2 and the Mozart arias "Per questa bella mano,”"K.612;”"Alcandro, lo confesso...Non sò d'onde viene,”"K.512;”"Rivolgete a lui lo sguardo,”" K.584;”"Cosi dunque tradisci...Aspri rimorsi atroci," K.432  (New York Philharmonic Premiere) with Bass-baritone Thomas Quasthoff, one of the most remarkable singers of his generation.

Live From Lincoln Center, winner of the 2003 Emmy Award for Best Classical Music-Dance Program, is 
currently in its 27th season.  The show is produced by Lincoln Center’s John Goberman and directed by Kirk Browning.  This series has made the world’s greatest artists accessible to home viewers in virtually every corner of the United States.  It remains the only series of live telecast performances on American television today.

Riccardo Muti has been Music Director of La Scala since 1986.  From 1980 to 1992, he was Musical Director of the Philadelphia Orchestra, which he has led on several tours.  Since 1972, he has conducted the Philharmonic Orchestra in London, achieving such success as to be nominated Principal Director. In 1987 Riccardo Muti was nominated Principal Director of the Scala Philharmonic Orchestra, with which in 1988 he received the Viotti d'Oro and went on tour in Italy and in Europe. In 1996 Muti conducted the Vienna Musikverein Philharmonic at the closing of the Viennese Festival Week and in a triumphant tour in the Far East (Japan, Korea, Hong Kong) and in Germany. He is a regular guest of the Berlin Philharmonic, Viennese Philharmonic, and has appeared several times with the New York Philharmonic.  

Thomas Quasthoff has performed with many of the world's leading orchestras such as the New York, Berlin, Vienna and London Philharmonic, as well as the Boston, Chicago, Cleveland, Pittsburgh, San Francisco and London Symphony, the Orchestra of the Age of Enlightenment, and is a regular guest with major festivals like Ravinia, Tanglewood, Mostly Mozart, Salzburg, Lucerne, Schleswig-Holstein, and the Edinburgh Festival. He has collaborated with such renowned conductors as Claudio Abbado, Daniel Barenboim, Sir Colin Davis, Bernard Haitink, Mariss Jansons, Kurt Masur, Seiji Ozawa, Sir Simon Rattle, Mstislav Rostropovich and Franz Welser-Most.  Future performances include concerts with the New York, Berlin and Vienna Philharmonic, as well as the Cleveland Orchestra recitals in Amsterdam, Brussels, Vienna, Helsinki, Edinburgh and London. In the spring of 2003, he will return there with the Berlin Philharmonic and Sir Simon Rattle to give his Salzburg opera debut as the minister in Fidelio. He is going to give his debut at the Vienna State Opera as Amfortas in Parsifal a year later.

Beverly Sills is regarded as one of the greatest coloratura sopranos of the twentieth century.  She made her debut with the San Francisco Opera in 1953 and with the New York City Opera as Rosalinda in Johann Staruss’s Die Fledermaus in 1955.  Following her legendary success in the coloratura role of Cleopatra in Handel’s Gulio Cesare in 1966, Miss Sills began to explore the bel canto repertoire in depth and expanded her repertoire to more than 70 operas.  She has sung in virtually all of the world’s leading opera houses, making her long-awaited Metropolitan Opera debut as Pamira in Rossini’s The Siege of Corinth in 1975.  She has made numerous television appearances, and recorded 18 full-length operas and several solo recital discs.  She is currently the Chairman of The Metropolitan Opera, and is the former Chairman of the Board of Lincoln Center for the Performing Arts and former General Director of the New York City Opera.  Her honors include the Presidential Medal of Freedom, the New York City Handel Medallion, and Kennedy Center Honors.

Founded in 1842, the New York Philharmonic is the oldest symphony orchestra in the United States and one of the oldest in the world. Since its inception, the Philharmonic has played a leading role in American musical life, reaching out to audiences with touring that began in 1882; recordings beginning in 1917; radio broadcasts since 1922; and television appearances starting in 1950. After more than 13,750 concerts — a record unmatched by  any other orchestra in the world —  this pioneering tradition continues to the present day, with the Orchestra’s Website, newyorkphilharmonic.org, bringing news and music to audiences around the world. In February 2003, the Philharmonic was honored by The Recording Academy® with a Trustees Award in recognition of the organization’s outstanding contributions to the industry and American culture. Members of the Philharmonic also performed on the 45th Annual Grammy®  awards ceremony, broadcast internationally on television from New York’s Madison Square Garden. It was the first time that a major symphony orchestra has performed live on the Grammy awards. In June 2003, the New York Philharmonic, under its Music Director, Maestro Lorin Maazel, was in residency at the Teatro Lirico di Cagliari in Sardinia.

John Goberman, executive producer, launched Live From Lincoln Center 27 years ago, when he developed the video and audio techniques and technology by which concerts, opera, ballets and plays can be telecast during live performances without disruption of performances and audiences.  He has received ten Emmy Awards, including the 2003 Emmy for Best Classical Music-Dance Program, three Peabody Awards, six Sigma Alpha Iota Awards, and the first Television Critics Circle Award for Achievement in Music. Mr. Goberman has been nominated for an Emmy more than 50 times.  His producing credits include the film Distant Harmony, Pavarotti In China, films for museums across the country, and numerous opera, ballet and concert telecasts from major performing arts institutions both here and abroad.  

Kirk Browning, telecast director, has won seven primetime Emmy Awards, two Christopher Awards, a CITA Award, and a Peabody Award.  His numerous credits include Frank Sinatra’s first TV show; Net’s Live From the Met; music, dance and theatrical telecasts on PBS’s Great Performances; Hallmark Hall of Fame music and drama specials; Philadelphia Orchestra telecasts; White House specials; and Broadway productions.

Separate from the superb offerings of the other Lincoln Center-based organizations, Lincoln Center showcases performance achievements of the highest caliber spanning diverse repertoire and disciplines, with a special emphasis on music.  Other activities of Lincoln Center for the Performing Arts include arts-and-education through the Lincoln Center Institute, and general support, maintenance, and coordination of the Lincoln Center campus.
