Beth Hoppe joined New York’s leading public television station in 1998 as director of science programs.  In this capacity, she is seeking to continue Thirteen’s tradition of presenting top quality documentaries to viewers nationwide.  She was the executive producer for Thirteen’s Emmy-nominated Frontier House, which aired in April 2002 and was the highest-rated limited series on PBS since 1997.  Additional credits at Thirteen include executive producer for the Peabody Award-winning The 1900 House, The Secret Life of the Brain, Secrets of the Dead, Secrets of the Pharaohs, Warship, Taxi Dreams, and the Savage strand.  Ms. Hoppe is currently overseeing several major science series in the Thirteen pipeline, including DNA, Innovation, Colonial House, Big Ideas, Warrior Challenge, and Warplane.  

Ms. Hoppe was previously series producer for the award-winning NOVA, at WGBH in Boston.  She also produced and directed several key programs in the series, including Avalanche!, Great Moments from NOVA, hosted by Bill Cosby, and The Universe Within, an exploration of the wonders of the human body.  Her career has also included directing The Ten O’Clock News in Boston and editing the weekly newsmagazine New Hampshire Journal.  Ms. Hoppe graduated magna cum laude from the University of New Hampshire and is a member of Phi Beta Kappa.

Series Producer/Director

Caroline Ross Pirie worked in teaching and the record industry before joining the Creative Services team of EMI Film in 1983, where she worked on such films as Supergirl and Dream Child.  Since 1987 she has worked as a freelance producer and director.  Among her better known television credits are Channel 4’s Travelog, for which she won a Canadian Film Commission Award, and Crimewatch File – Armed and Dangerous, Bookworm, The Nation’s Favourite Poem, and Sister Wendy’s Story of Painting, all for BBC1.  Her other critically acclaimed productions include Hotel Hilbert (BBC2 Open University Showcase), winner of the Nat Taylor Award ; Millennium (CNN and BBC2); Classic Challenge (BBC2), winner of the Golden Prague Jury Prize; and two BAFTA-nominated series:  The 1900 House, which won Indie, RTS and Peabody Awards, and The 1940s House.  Both series aired on PBS and on Britain’s Channel 4.

Alex Graham was born in Glasgow, Scotland in 1953.  He began his career as a reporter for the Bradford Telegraph and Argus and the Sunday Times before joining LWT in 1979.  Between 1984 and 1991 he was editor of two of Channel 4’s long-running flagship series – Diverse Reports and The Media Show.  As Chief Executive of Wall to Wall he has been responsible for such programs as A Rather English Marriage, Baby It’s You, Glasgow Kiss, Neanderthal, The 1900 House, and Frontier House.  He has grown the company into one of the world’s leading independent producers.  Wall to Wall has won almost every major award including several BAFTAs, an Emmy and two Peabody Awards.   Alex is a leading member of the producers’ trade association, PACT, where he sits on council and chairs the finance committee.
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
