FILMMAKER BIOGRAPHY

After the primetime PBS broadcast of A RAINY DAY, a half-hour drama from filmmaker Beth Brickell that starred Mariette Hartley and won seven film festival awards, the Arkansas Educational Television Network (AETN) largely financed a second half-hour drama written, produced and directed by Ms. Brickell, SUMMER’S END.  This film went on to win 16 film festival and television awards, including the Corporation for Public Broadcast Local Program Award for “Best Narrative Film.”  Following the PBS license period, the film was picked up and broadcast by Showtime, A&E and Nickelodeon.
MR. CHRISTMAS, a one-hour drama starring Jace McLean and Jen Celene Little, is Ms. Brickell’s third movie for PBS.  

Ms. Brickell began her film career as an actress, training in New York with Sanford Meisner, Lee Strasberg and membership at the legendary Actors Studio.  She moved to Hollywood where she starred for two seasons in the popular CBS family series, “Gentle Ben”, with Dennis Weaver.  Following the series she appeared in some 100 TV shows and movies, receiving Emmy consideration for guest starring roles on “Bonanza” and “Hawaii 5-0”.  She starred and co-starred in motion pictures, including POSSE with Kirk Douglas and Bruce Dern, DEATH GAME with Sondra Locke and Seymour Cassell, and THE ONLY WAY HOME with Bo Hopkins.

While teaching film acting part time at the Lee Strasberg Institute in New York and Los Angeles, Ms. Brickell developed an interest in directing.  She put her acting career aside to accept a Director Fellowship at the American Film Institute Conservatory in Los Angeles from which she graduated with an MFA in film directing and screenwriting.

She has written, produced and/or directed a dozen films and TV programs, including episodes for the CBS series “Knots Landing”, LITTLE BOY BLUE, starring Chynna Phillips and Robert Walden, and TO TELL THE TRUTH.  She developed the story for a CBS movie, “A Family Matter”, and a four-part series for PBS, “Susan B,” about Susan B. Anthony and the 19th century women’s suffrage movement.
