Teamed up with the much younger Detective Sergeant James Hathaway (Laurence Fox, Gosford Park, “Island at War”), Lewis doesn’t even make it home from the airport before he’s pulled to a murder scene. As Lewis and Hathaway join forces to investigate the death of American college student Regan Peverill (Sophie Winkleman), they are led to another student, Danny Griffon (Charlie Cox, Casanova) — a man with a family secret — whose previous brush with the law was investigated by a certain Inspector 
Morse … .

Meanwhile, Lewis’ new boss, Chief Superintendent Jean Innocent (Rebecca Front) has plans to move him off the front lines to a training assignment, which he is determined to resist.

Called “a fine endeavor” by the Guardian, “Inspector Lewis” also stars Clare Holman (“Prime Suspect 6,” “Island at War”), reprising her role as pathologist Laura Hobson; Jemma Redgrave (The Grid, “Bramwell”); Lizzie McInnerny (Being Human, The Commander); Michael Maloney (“The Forsyte Saga,” Truly Madly Deeply); Jack Ellis (Bad Girls, “Prime Suspect”) and a Hitchcockian appearance by Morse creator Colin Dexter as a college scout.
