ROSANNE CASH, Grammy-winning recording artist, author and NASHVILLE 2.0 featured performer

Rosanne Cash is a singer/songwriter/author who began her career in 1978. She has recorded 14 albums, charting 21 Top 40 singles and 11 number one singles. Cash has received 11 Grammy nominations (and one award) in the Country, Pop, Contemporary Folk and Americana categories. Her latest album, The List (Manhattan Records, 2009), was a tremendous critical and commercial success. It was nominated for two Grammys and won the Americana Music Association’s “Album of the Year” award in 2010. In 2012 she received AFTRA’s lifetime achievement award for songwriting. Cash is the author of the acclaimed New York Times bestselling memoir, Composed (Viking hardcover/ Penguin Paperback). She is also the author of a collection of short stories, Bodies of Water, and the children’s book Penelope Jane: A Fairy's Tale. Her essays and fiction have been published in The New York Times, Rolling Stone, The Oxford-American and New York magazine, among others. She is currently finishing an album of songs about the South, its people, places and themes with her husband and longtime collaborator, Grammy Award-winning producer and musician John Leventhal. This album will complete the trilogy of albums including Black Cadillac (2006) and The List (2009), where Cash has explored her connection to family, legacy, songs and places associated with her heritage. The mother of five children, Cash lives in New York City with Leventhal and their son Jake.

TERRY STEWART, executive producer, former President and CEO of the Rock n’ Roll Hall of Fame

Terry Stewart, executive producer of NASHVILLE 2.0, is the former President and CEO of the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame (RRHOF) in Cleveland, Ohio. He has advanced degrees in engineering, education, finance and law. Stewart worked in finance before finding a career path that fit his passion: media, specifically movies and comic books. He became CEO of Marvel Entertainment before taking the helm at the RRHOF. His leadership there is renowned throughout the music world. Stewart is an avid collector of pop culture memorabilia and is an active philanthropist.

Carol Stein is a producer/director of numerous documentaries about the performing and visual arts. Her films have been broadcast domestically and internationally on PBS, Ovation TV, AETN, BBC, ZDF and ABC Australia. Her previous PBS documentary, WOMEN WHO ROCK, which was a co-production with PBS and the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame, was the first film to take a serious look at the history of women in rock and roll.
