NEIL SEDAKA: THE SHOW GOES ON
Neil Sedaka’s music has graced the airwaves for more than half a century; to this day, he enjoys a level of international success that’s the envy of many an artist. NEIL SEDAKA: THE SHOW GOES ON, recorded at London’s prestigious Royal Albert Hall in April 2006 before a sold-out crowd, captures the singer, songwriter and pianist at his most charming. The program airs on PBS as part of the August 2006 pledge drive (check local listings).
Accompanying himself at a grand piano, as he customarily does, Sedaka captivates the audience with performances of some of his most-loved hits, including “Oh Carol,” “Calendar Girl,” “Love Will Keep Us Together,” “Laughter in the Rain,” the timeless “Breaking Up Is Hard to Do” and “Solitaire,” a song that became a #2 hit on the American charts thanks to “American Idol.”
NEIL SEDAKA: THE SHOW GOES ON also features Neil’s rendition of Chopin’s Fantasy Impromptu, and a duet with his daughter, Dara, in “Should’ve Never Let You Go.” The biggest cheers of this night at the Royal Albert, however, go to “Is This the Way to Amarillo” — when, to the crowd’s pleasure, Sedaka is joined by singer Tony Christie, whose version of the song spent seven weeks at #1 in the UK. 
Throughout his long career, Neil Sedaka spent more that 400 weeks on the British charts and had eight American top-10 hits, including three #1s — “Breaking Up Is Hard to Do,” “Laughter in the Rain” and “Bad Blood.” 
Sedaka’s songs have been recorded by artists ranging from ABBA, Elvis Presley, Cliff Richards and Tom Jones to Cher and others.
