Academy Award-winning actor F. Murray Abraham has appeared in more than 80 films, 90 plays and in numerous television roles. Behavioral ecologist Patricia Brennan is a National Science Foundation post-doctoral fellow at Yale University and the University of Sheffield, where she is a member of the Department of Ecology and Evolutionary Biology and Department of Animal and Plant Sciences, respectively.  Her current research focuses on avian reproductive biology, including duck phalluses and their co-evolution with female reproductive anatomy.  She was born in Bogotá, Colombia, where she completed her undergraduate studies before receiving her doctorate from Cornell University.    
CHADDEN HUNTER, Ph.D.

Wildlife biologist and filmmaker Chadden Hunter is a world expert on gelada baboons, having lived with them for three years in the remote Simien Mountains of northern Ethiopia.  Born in the Australian desert, he grew up in America and Iran before returning to Australia and completing a B.S. in zoology at the University of Queensland.  Since receiving his Ph.D. in animal behavior and ecology from the University of Liverpool, Hunter has been a scientific consultant, presenter and producer on a number of major natural history films, including projects for the BBC, National Geographic Channel and PBS. 

GAIL PATRICELLI, Ph.D. 
Featured scientist

Biologist Gail Patricelli is an assistant professor in the section of evolution and ecology at the University of California, Davis.  She studies animal communication and its role in sexual selection, with a focus on understanding why there is such amazing diversity and complexity in animals’ signals.  Her study of birds in the wild has led Patricelli to create and employ robots, such as the “fembot” sage grouse seen in NATURE, in order to elicit birds’ mating displays and communication.  She received her Ph.D. in biology from the University of Maryland.  

KEVIN BACHAR
Producer

Kevin Bachar is an Emmy and Ace award-winning producer and director who formed Pangolin Pictures in 1995.  Before that, he was a senior producer at National Geographic Television, where he edited and produced numerous films and created the award-winning series Journal.  Previously for NATURE, he produced Sled Dogs: An Alaskan Epic, Tall Blondes and Violent Hawaii.  He has developed and produced films and series in a variety of genres, including Tsunami: Killer Wave, Tiger Shark, Tarantulas: King of the Spiders, Snakes: A Deadly Obsession, and the 13-part reality series Phobias, all for National Geographic; TV-Ography and Jacked: Grand Theft Auto Unit for A&E; the Showtime Original Series What’s Going On? Angelina Jolie in Tanzania; and Fire Mummies for the Discovery Channel.  In addition to two Emmy nominations, these projects have won three Cindy Awards, three CINE Golden Eagles, a Film & Video Festival Gold Camera Award, Best Environmental Film at the Telluride Mountain Film Festival, and a Gold Jury Award from Worldfest Houston.  He won a prestigious Genesis Award for his film Audubon’s Eagle Adventures.   

FRED KAUFMAN

Executive producer

Three-time Emmy Award-winner Fred Kaufman has been executive producer of NATURE since 1991 and has worked on the series since its premiere in 1982.  Many of NATURE’s most memorable presentations have been produced under Kaufman’s stewardship, including the acclaimed three-part miniseries Deep Jungle (2005), the landmark eight-part Africa (2001) and the three-part miniseries Inside the Animal Mind (2000).  In 2006, The Queen of Trees won broadcasting’s highest honor, the Peabody Award, and, at the Banff World Television Festival, the NHK President’s Prize, which recognizes excellence in high definition programming.  Other noteworthy programs have included the Emmy Award-winning The Urban Elephant (2000), In the Wild: Orangutans with Julia Roberts (1998) which won a prestigious Genesis Award for Outstanding PBS Documentary, John Denver: Let This Be a Voice (1998) and Jane Goodall’s Wild Chimpanzees (1996).  Kaufman has forged major international co-production partnerships with the BBC, National Geographic Television and Granada Wild and collaborated with the world’s foremost natural history filmmakers.  He serves on the advisory board of The Humane Society of the United States Hollywood Division and is a member of the Directors Guild of America.
