Maro, along with production company partner Jeff Dupre, is the Series Producer and Director of SOUNDBREAKING: STORIES FROM THE CUTTING EDGE OF RECORDED MUSIC, an upcoming eight-episode PBS series that explores the extraordinary impact of recorded music on the modern world debuting November 14th, 2016 on PBS. 

An award-winning filmmaker, producer, director, author, educator and former television executive, her numerous documentary films and television programs have toured the world in prestigious festivals, played theatrically, and been broadcast widely—on PBS, HBO, A&E, TLC, Bravo, Discovery, Arte, France 2 and Channel 4, and Sky Arts—garnering scores of honors and awards, as well as significant critical acclaim. 

Prior to SOUNDBREAKING, Maro most recently produced and directed the landmark four-hour Emmy Honors and Gracie Award-winning series Half the Sky: Turning Oppression into Opportunity for Women Worldwide and the follow-up series, A Path Appears. These two award-winning series brought Pulitzer Prize-winning journalist Nicholas Kristof and Sheryl WuDunn together with a roster of A-list celebrity advocates on an epic journey to more than ten countries, exploring the challenges facing women and girls around the world.  

Maro was a Producer of HBO’s award-winning feature documentary’s, Marina Abramovic: The Artist is Present, Producer and Co-Director of Mann v. Ford (HBO in 2011), and Producer and Director of The Kindness of Strangers (HBO 1999).  In 2008 Maro was co-creator, Executive Producer and Director of the ten-hour Emmy Award-winning series Carrier.  Maro and Jeff are also credited with creating, directing and executive producing the immensely popular PBS “immersion” series, Circus.  

Prior to co-founding Show of Force with Jeff, Maro served from 2002 to 2005 as a senior programming executive and network consultant for A&E television network. She also was the Producer, Director and Writer of the feature documentary special Role Reversal for A&E (2002). 

Notably, Maro was Director and Producer of Frontier House, the groundbreaking six-part series that remains one of the highest-rated programs in the history of public television, and was Director and Producer of the feature documentary Juilliard that aired as part of the Emmy Award-winning PBS series American Masters (2000).
