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When did you develop an interest in genealogy?

I became interesed in genealogy about 18 years ago.  I of course
, began researching my own roots.  I had high hopes of actually tracing at least one of my lines back to one of the famous Scottish warriors.  It would have been fun to be able to say that I was a direct descendant of “Brave Heart”.
  That didn't happen. I actually found myself to be a probable direct descendant of the English King that was having these Scots drawn and quartered for their trouble.
What personal information did you find most useful in your research on Cora Crippen?

Basic genealogy principals were used in my search.  Searching for primary records, secondary records and above all else, family memories and personal records, pictures, letters, etc.  Many people
, after reading about the case,
 have asked -- 
actually demanded -
- to see official records that do not exist.  
How long was your process?
I spent days off, weekends, evenings, etc
. for about seven years searching for Cora's family.
Nowadays, with the influx of personal information available on the i
nternet, does that make a genealogist’s
 job easier?
I am sure that the more information that is out there, the easier it will be to do genealogy.  Now, instead of digging around in dusty old courthouse basements or newspaper archives, people can sit at home and search via the 
internet.  There are a whole host of hard working volunteers that have a goal of having entire census, church records, etc. transcribed and put on the 
web for easier searching.  This is a huge help.
The biggest hurdle is going to be that many people put their “family tree” out there without actually having any documentation or proof of relationships. People who are willing to accept others “research” may find themselves with a whole notebook of garbage.  The work that others have done and published on the internet is a great place to start, but each and every fact needs to be researched and cited with evidence.  Done properly, it's still going to be a whole lot of work.
The necessary road trips may be fewer but that also takes away a lot of the fun.
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
