Much of Thomas Lennon’s career as a documentary filmmaker has been devoted to issues of ethnicity and race. His acclaimed collaboration with Bill Moyers, BECOMING AMERICAN: THE CHINESE EXPERIENCE aired on PBS in spring 2003. He was a director of HBO’s film of slave narratives, Unchained Memories, and he twice collaborated with the noted race essayist Shelby Steele. Lennon has garnered major honors in documentary television: two Emmys, two George Foster Peabody awards, the duPont-Columbia, an Academy Award nomination and many others.
