The Cleveland Orchestra

Long considered one of America’s great orchestras, the Cleveland Orchestra stands today among the world’s most revered symphonic ensembles. In concerts at home in Severance Hall; at its summer home, Blossom Music Center; and on tour, the Cleveland Orchestra continues to set standards of performing excellence and imaginative programming that serve as models for audiences and performers alike.  

Under the leadership of music director Franz Welser-Möst, the Cleveland Orchestra has become one of the most sought-after performing ensembles in the world. Their partnership earned the orchestra unprecedented residencies in the United States and in Europe, including one at the Musikverein in Vienna, the first of its kind by an American orchestra. Since the start of his tenure in 2002, Franz Welser-Möst and the prchestra have toured extensively, to critical acclaim. The Linz, Austria, performances of 2006 were part of a 12-city tour of Europe that included appearances at the Lucerne Festival as well as Liechtenstein, Berlin and Verona.

The Cleveland Orchestra has a long and distinguished recording and broadcast history. The live performance of Bruckner’s Symphony No. 5 is available on DVD. The next DVD to be released by the Cleveland Orchestra and Franz Welser-Möst will be of Bruckner’s Symphony No. 9, recorded at the Musikverein in the fall of 2007. Deutsche Grammophon recently released the orchestra’s first commercial CD recording with Welser-Möst, Beethoven’s Symphony No. 9. Concerts by the Cleveland Orchestra are broadcast on radio stations throughout North America and Europe.
