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1. Eddie “Mickey” Rios, U.S.M.C.
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In his last year of high school, as a member of the U.S. Marine Corps Reserves, Eddie Rios was called to serve in the Korean Conflict.  With just a few days of basic training under his belt, he and his company reported to Kobe, Japan, as part of the landing at Inchon.  He served as a Barman in the infantry, 1st Marine Division Able Company.  He endured horrendous, below freezing temperatures and 10-to-1 Chinese ground offensives during some of the worst battles of the war.  Upon his return to the states, he finished his last semester of high school, began work for the U.S. Postal Service and met and married his wife, and had two children. Rios is a longstanding member of the Marine Corps League.
2. Frank “Bud” Farrell, U.S.A.F.
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Frank “Bud” Farrell enlisted in the U.S. Air Force on his 18th birthday and was sworn in at the Schulykill Arsenal in Philadelphia on St. Patrick's Day in 1951. As a teenager, Farrell had met and befriended a mentor who was a B-17 Flight Engineer/Gunner over Europe in World War II.  It was Farrell's goal and driving ambition to also be a gunner, and he served a tour in Korea as a B-29 Gunner and KB-29 Air Refueling Operator. Farrell crewed with 10 other men, ages 18 to 34 years, many of whom had been in World War II and were serving as reservists when recalled for Korean War duty.
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3. Dr. Spencer Titley, U.S. Army
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Spencer Titley served as platoon leader and company commander with a combat engineer battalion in Korea in 1951-52. He had joined the Colorado National Guard in 1948 while attending the Colorado School of Mines, and was commissioned as a U.S. Army Reserves officer upon graduating the ROTC program in 1951. Titley's recollections of the war include “routine matters of military engineering construction and modification,” with much of his time spent working in the rain during the wet season on bridges over swollen rivers, muddy and washed out roads, trails and revetments, all while trying to keep warm during the unforgiving Korean winter. He is a current member of the National Academy of Engineering of the United States.
4. Douglas Raine, U.S.A.F.
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Douglas Raine was born in Detroit, Mich., and graduated from Oberlin College, Ohio. Raine enlisted in the U.S. Air Force on Flag Day in June 1951. He completed flying training the next year and, after two months of gunnery school, arrived in Korea in January 1953. Raine flew 57 combat missions over North Korea and was awarded the Air Medal and Distinguished Flying Cross.  He served as an instructor pilot at Luke Air Force Base in Phoenix, met and married a first grade school teacher and was awarded and honorable discharge from the Air Force in September 1955. He spent two years in New York in the export business before returning to Arizona, where he eventually earned master's and doctorate degrees in Education Administration. Raine retired after 20 years as an elementary and junior high school principal.
