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Hector Galán (Executive Producer/Director)

Multi-award-winning documentarian Hector Galán has a long history of almost 25 years with PBS, having produced numerous specials as well as productions for AMERICAN EXPERIENCE and FRONTLINE. In 2014, Galán completed a six-part global television series, filmed in Israel, Turkey, Italy, North Africa, Greece and England, entitled The Road From Christ to Constantine. Galán was a founding board member of ITVS, has served on the PBS Content Committee and has mentored at the CPB Producers Academy.
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Elsa Cardenas has appeared in more than 100 films and television shows since 1954.  She was cast by George Stevens to play the role of the Mexican-American nursing student “Juana,” who marries “Jordan Benedict,” played by Dennis Hopper, in Giant. Her many credits include a role opposite Elvis Presley in Fun in Acapulco, Sam Peckinpah’s epic western The Wild Bunch with William Holden and Ernest Borgnine and Casa de Mujeres with Dolores del Rio. Most recently, she was in the Mexican independent film Cartas a Elena. She has had a long career on television in Mexico and Latin America, appearing in many popular telenovelas from the 1960s through the present.
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Earl Holliman portrayed “Bob Dace” in Giant. His long career includes a supporting actor role that earned him the Golden Globe for the The Rainmaker, starring Burt Lancaster and Katherine Hepburn. Among his other notable film appearances are Gunfight at the O.K. Corral, Forbidden Planet, Hot Spell, Visit to a Small Planet, The Bridges at Toko-Ri, The Trap, The Big Combo, The Sons of Katie Elder and Summer and Smoke. In addition to a successful career in film, Holliman became a popular television personality through his roles as “Sundance” in Hotel de Paree and as “Lt. Bill Crowley,” opposite Angie Dickinson, in Police Woman, which ran from 1974 to 1978. For his contribution to the television industry, Holliman has a star on the Hollywood Walk of Fame.
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Sandie Viquez Pedlow (Executive Director, Latino Public Broadcasting) manages the operations of public media’s largest Latino-focused content developer and funder, which provides programming to public television’s nearly 360 stations, multicast channels and other media platforms. Since its inception, Latino Public Broadcasting has awarded more than $10 million to filmmakers nationwide and provided more than 200 hours of programming to PBS. Pedlow is the executive producer of VOCES, the ongoing PBS series celebrating the rich diversity of the Latino cultural experience. She was executive producer of Latino Americans, which was honored with a George Foster Peabody Award and an IMAGEN Award. Pedlow serves on the Vme Programming Advisory Council and has served on the boards of CINE, The American Documentary, American Playhouse, INPUT and LPB.  
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
