Tongass National Forest 
The largest temperate rainforest on the planet, covering most of southeast Alaska, is home to different islands, mountains, forests and glaciers - and this will also be our hub for the series. Black bears make their way down mountains, and out of the forest with their cubs to feed. Bald eagles gather in some of the largest flocks seen anywhere on Earth, collecting food for hungry chicks in massive treetop nests; and sockeye salmon migrate thousands of miles, in their millions, just to get to this very place. 

Katmai National Park

Katmai National Park and Preserve is on a peninsula in southern Alaska and remains an active volcanic landscape. Its wild landscapes span tundra, forests, lakes and mountains, and will be where Liz Bonnin is based in her search for brown bears and wolves.
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
